Employees in city vehicles no longer have to
head to the Municipal Garage for their fuel.

A new "Fuelman” fuel card system provides a
fuel cost reduction and is more convenient for
drivers, who can now obtain fuel at any
Fuelman location.

The Freshwater Treatment Division provided
our residents with more than 2.5 billion gallons
of safe drinking water. That’s a lot of water, but
it still represents just over half our production
capacity, ensuring that plenty of fresh water
will be available for future growth. To make
sure the water was safe, staff conducted 70,000
water quality assurance tests in compliance
with state health regulations.

Staff at the Wastewater Treatment Plant treated
2.7 billion gallons of sewage and started a
project to retrofit air lines and diffusers in

16 aeration basins. Four have been completed,
significantly adding to the efficient distribution
of air.

More efficiency is also the goal of the meter
replacement program in the Utility Billing
Divisions. Meter accuracy begins to decrease
after about 12-15 years, and this program will
replace meters with ones equipped with a
reading device that allows the meter reader to
get an accurate reading by touching an
electronic probe to the meter lid. About 300
meters have already been replaced and the
entire program will take 10-12 years. The

division's second annual Consumer Confidence

Report showed that the city's drinking water
meets or exceeds all federal and state

standards.

The Lines

spent the
year
repairing
1,100 water
leaks,
making more
than 100
water and sewer taps, replacing or repairing
fire hydrants, installing thousands of feet of

water and sewer lines and working on lift
stations. In addition to meeting all those
demands, the division is also responsible for
the implementation of the Backflow Preventor
Certification program and is completing a
cross-connections survey in both businesses
and homes to help identify possible backflow
hazards.

The work of all these divisions is coordinated
by the staff in the Administration Division.
They are also continuing to work on the sewer
project to NAS Meridian, helped to locate a site
for the new water tank in north Meridian and
coordinated the joint city/county paving
project.
